1.  Monday nights before regular meeting time.  Up to 4 boys per night can be scheduled.
2.  Schedule with Mr. Joe Morrison by email joe.morrison@regions.com.  He will email you back with confirmation and a time and date.  Assignment will be first come first served.  
3.  Star and Life candidates must bring an up to date printout from Mrs. Mercer: Email her at jmercer1@midsouth.rr.com.  Other scouts must have their scout handbook with appropriate sections 'signed off'.  
4.  Uniforms must be complete and up to date.  Be prepared to recite the Scout Oath, Law, Slogan, etc., and to tie knots/lashings.  Leadership positions will be reviewed, and related learned skills reviewed.  Plans for the next rank will be encouraged.
5.  We want you to succeed, and are interested in helping you be ready to do your Eagle Board of Review.
 

Eagle Board of Review
 

1.  This meeting includes at least 3 adult leaders, and is usually held on a different night than Monday.  It takes around an hour, and is usually held in a leader's professional office.
2.  Schedule with Joe Morrison by email joe.morrison@regions.com. He will email you back with confirmation and a time and date. 
3.  You need to have the Eagle Scout application complete with all references, and your Eagle service binder completed.  Before coming to the Review take time to think over your history in the BSA, your badges, ranks, and positions of responsibility.  Look at it on a timeline, and think about what you have learned about leadership, yourself, and others.
4.  This will be tougher than the Council Board of Review, but be assured we want you to "Be Prepared" and are eager to see you succeed.  More than any other review, details on uniforms, basic scout skills like knots/lashings, and the ability to discuss your scout career in terms of what you have learned will be considered.
